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When the Pennsylvania Race Horse Development and Gaming Act, also known as "Act 
71", was passed in 2004 it let the way to assist the horse racing industry with monies 
going to the Breeders Fund and also to increase the purses at the three major pari-mutuel 
harness racing tracks, Mohegan Sun at Pocono Downs in Wilkes Barre, Pa., Harrah’s 
Chester Casino and Racetrack in Chester, Pa, and Meadows Racetrack & Casino in 
Washington, Pa and also to increase the purses in the Pennsylvania Sire Stake Program at 
the pari-mutuel tracks and also on the Fair Circuit at 16 County Fairs which provide 
harness racing during the summer months. 
 
The three harness racing tracks, Meadows, Harrah’s and Mohegan Sun were granted their 
permanent casino licenses on December 20, 2006. (Each of them had an temporary 
licenses which was granted to them back on September 27, 2006). The funding of purse 
monies to the three pari-mutuel racing tracks for overnight racing and the Pennsylvania 
Sire Stake Program at both the pari-mutuel tracks and the county fair tracks started in 
2007.  
 
In 2007, the Pennsylvania Sire Stakes program on the Fair Circuit saw their purses 
increase three times the first year of monies flowing from the casino into the Sire Stake 
program based on the Act 71 bill.  
 
Many men and women each year, day in, day out, dedicated their time to race at the PA  
County Fairs in the PASS program. People like, Roger Hammer, Todd Schadel, John 
McMullen Jr., David Brickell, Joyce Lineweaver, Winston Lineweaver, Stephen 
Schoeffel, Walter “Boots” Dunn, Joseph Offutt, Timmy Offutt, Jason Shaw, Christopher 
Shaw,  Robert Rougeaux, Cindy Truitt, Kenneth Weaver and many more. There are 16 
County Fairs with harness racing and addition of five 2-day events (not connection to the 
Fair dates). The PASS program runs from June to September each year at the County 
Fairs. In 2010 over 2 million dollars was given out in purse money at the PA County 
Fairs for the PASS program.
